· My visa for Thailand:  I have about 3 weeks at home before leaving for Bangkok on July 25th.  Please pray that my visa application, which I am sending to the Thai embassy in Washington, DC as soon as I cross the border of Mexico (because the application has to include my passport), will arrive in time for me to leave Columbia on the 25th.  It takes 2-3 weeks to process.

· Preparation for Thailand:  Please pray for me as I say my goodbyes and pack for Thailand.  I will be far from home but God has opened this door and I know He will see me through.

· All my paperwork has come through for my visa application to Thailand – a large hurdle that many of you prayed me through. 

· My migraines are occurring less often and I know it’s the prayers of my church and friends that have seen me through those difficult times.
